CMP gold, silver and bronze state champion medals are awarded to the top three scoring competitors in both the Springfield rifle and vintage bolt rifle categories.  Ties are broken by the standing stage score. CMP Games Achievement Pins are awarded to competitors firing qualifying scores as follows: Springfield Rifle: Gold Pin score of 281 and above; Silver Pin score of 273–280; Bronze Pin score of 264–272.  Vintage Military Bolt Rifle: Gold Pin score of 280 and above; Silver Pin score of 271–279; Bronze Pin score of 260–270.
